Defender (both of which are free) follow the directions below:

2. Windows 10, click to download Security Essentials.

Windows 8 and Windows 10 users:

1. Click on the start button.

2. Type in "defender" in the search box, and select Windows Defender.
3. Click tools, and then click options.

4. Click Administrator, and select the box for "Use this program" and then press save.

Apple Users are currently required only to keep their computers up to date with the latest
security updates from Apple. To run these updates, please open the App Store and click on
"Updates".
